Shav Glick is going to the Motorsports Hall of
Fame of America. 

No, not to interview some famous race driver
or car owner, although anyone in the Hall
probably has been interviewed, at least once
and probably more often, by Glick. 

This time, Glick will be granting the inter-
views. HeÕs going to be en-
shrined as an inductee. 

The TimesÕ longtime mo-
torsports writer, Shavenau
Glick will be among the hon-
ored guests at the 16th annu-
al induction ceremony July
29 at the State Theater in
downtown Detroit. 

Glick is going in as the at-large inductee, and
he couldnÕt be more pleasedÑor surprised. 

ÒWhat astonishes me is the list of people [al-
ready in the Hall] in my categoryÑRoger
Penske, Tony Hulman, J.C. Agajanian ... ,Ò
Glick said. 

Glick has been elegantly chronicling racingÕs
adventures, and misadventures, since 1969
and, at 83, shows no signs of stoppingÑor even
slowing down. 

ÒI look on it as a vote for [daily] newspaper
people. IÕm the first one, and I think IÕm kind of
a representative of all who went before me.Ó 

ThatÕs a typical response from Glick, whose
favorite race is Òthe one IÕm covering,Ó and
whose favorite character is Òthe one IÕm inter-
viewing.Ó 

Glick is excited about this latest, greatest hon-
orÑand heÕs even more excited because he can
cover an Indy car race at Michigan Interna-
tional Speedway, not far from Detroit, the week-
end heÕs being enshrined. So heÕs really looking
forward to that weekend in July. But then, Glick
is always looking forward to something, to to-
morrow and another race, another story, an-
other column about the interesting people he
meets in racing. He may be 83, but he acts like
a kid of 70.

Carolyn ColeÑwith
The Times since 1994Ñ
took the prize for her
photographs of the wars
in Iraq and Liberia. Call-
ing the images both
Òheroically epicÓ and
Òpainfully intimateÓ
Times editors wrote in
their nominating letter:
ÒColesÕ photographs are
not about the machinery
of war. They are, instead,
pictures of the human
side of the tragedyÑ
heart wrenching, visceral
and horrific. Courage in
the face of war is not on-
ly a combination of self-
possession, confidence
and resolve, but also
hard work and good for-
tuneÓ

The Times series ÒThe
Wal-Mart EffectÓ report-
ed by Nancy Cleeland,
Abigail Goldman, Eve-
lyn Iritani and Tyler
Marshall won the Polk for
National Reporting. In
nominating the series for
the prize, Times editors
wrote that the reporters
Òfashioned a compelling,
at times disturbing, por-
trait of a company so big
that its decisions affect
the economies of entire
countries, and so influen-
tial that foreign govern-
ments send emissaries to
its headquarters in

Arkansas. ÔThe Wal-Mart
EffectÕ illustrates how to
tell a complex, con-
tentious story with fair-
ness and balance.Ó 

Cleeland, who reports
on labor for Business,
joined the Times in 1996.
At the time of the series,
Goldman covered the re-
tailing beat for Business.
She joined The Times as a
reporting intern in 1993
and was full-time later

that year. With The Times
since 1995, Iritani is the
Pacific Rim business re-
porter for the Business
section. Marshall, Hong
Kong bureau chief, has
served in a variety of for-
eign bureaus since start-
ing with The Times in
1978 as the newspaperÕs
New Delhi bureau chief.

The awards ceremony
will be held in New York
City on April 2
