Times With
64 Design
Awards

The pages of The
Times were honored
with 64 awards—more
than any other newspa-
per—in the 2003 Society
for News Design inter-
national competition.

One entry—a series of
pages of photos from
the Southern California
wildfires in  October
2003—was given a gold
award and honored
along with an entry
from a Mexican maga-
zine with the judges’
special recognition.

“It's the best you can
do short of winning
‘Best in Show,’ ” said Bill
Gaspard, Times news
design director.

Two other gold
awards recognized a dif-
ferent set of page de-
signs for the wildfires
and the “Mortal
Wounds” series on mur-
ders in Los Angeles.
Four Times entries re-
ceived silver awards,
and 56 were honored
with awards of excel-
lence.

In this contest co-
sponsored by the Society
for News Design and
Syracuse  University’'s
S.l. Newhouse School of
Public Communica-
tions, winners were cho-
sen from 13,618 entries
from 384 newspapers
submitted by 37 news-
papers.

The Times won three
of only 12 gold awards
made in this competi-
tion.

The Chicago Tribune
received 26 awards.
