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Rule No. 1 for driving in Las Vegas: Stay off the Strip. It can take an hour to go 
from one end to the other, and it seems to be rush hour at all times of the day 
and night. Rule No. 2: Take the Deuce. It’s a double-decker city bus that offers 
a 24-hour pass for $5. But if you must drive, check out these alternative routes:
